Training plan must be included with this request. Mine employers who sponsor training sessions should make all 
companies who are allowed to attend aware of these conditions. The NYS DOL reserves the right to approve attendance 
of all mine operators or mine contractors who request our services. Mine operations must be considered active or 
intermittent to receive Department services. Unless, noted specifically on each contract, all sessions start at 7:30 am.
